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Where Do Your Members of Congress Stand?

We'll admit that earlier in 2007 we at FCNL were
optimistic that Congress would be able to chart a
new, bipartisan course to end the U.S. war in Iraq
and address harmful climate change. We also hoped
Congress might be able to reform the failed immi-
gration system, make an investment in peaceful
prevention of deadly conflict, restore basic rights to
prisoners in the “war on terror,” and rein in illegal
government spying.

As you can see from the votes tallied in this newslet-
ter, Congress did make important progress on most
of these issues. But in each case final action was
stymied in the first session—often by partisan divi-
sions within Congress and between Congress and the
executive.

Small Steps Toward the World We Seek

Your emails, phone calls, and lobby visits with others
in the FCNL network, did make a difference. In 2007,
Congress eliminated funding for a new nuclear bomb
plant, approved a ban on cluster bomb exports, and
reaffirmed the ban on building permanent, U.S. mili-
tary bases in Iraq—all issues that FCNL championed
in Congress. It restored significant funding to some
important anti-poverty programs. Not all of these
actions produced recorded votes that we could tally
in this issue of the FCNL Washington Newsletter, but
they are small steps that Congress did take toward
the world we seek.

As Congress reconvenes for the second session in
January the long list of unfinished business will be
high on FCNL's list of legislative priorities. Our lob-
byists will be working these issues throughout 2008.
They will be preparing the best available information
on the issues we work on and identifying the next
practical steps that Congress can take. We hope you’ll
remain engaged, writing emails, making phone calls,
and meeting with your elected officials.

At the same time, although FCNL has the largest
team of full-time, registered lobbyists working for
peace in Washington, we know that lobbying here in
the capital is not enough. Change in Congress rarely
comes just through action in Washington. This may
be particularly true in an election year. Historically, in
election years, members of Congress have difficulty
crafting the kind of bipartisan majorities that will be
necessary to make the really tough choices on key
issues of concern to FCNL.

Change the Terms of Debate

Changing policy in Washington requires public edu-
cation and public witness to help change the terms
of debate around the country. The 2008 election year
provides an opportunity to start a conversation with
your elected representatives in Washington or at
home in public gatherings. Members of Congress—
and the public—listen well in an election year.

FCNL is a nonpartisan organization that does not
endorse candidates; nor do we take positions in sup-
port of or against individual candidates running for
election. But the campaign season provides an oppor-
tunity to ask questions, to listen, and to engage the
public in a dialogue. In this issue, we provide some
suggestions for questions you could ask candidates
running for office. ®

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Questions for Candidates

You can help re-energize democracy in the U.S. by being an informed,
active participant in the upcoming national elections. We encourage
you to engage in open and constructive dialogue with the candidates
for the 2008 elections. Here we offer some questions for you to ask of
candidates.

Iraq: Support U.S. Troops by Bringing Them Home: The bipartisan
Iraq Study Group chaired by former Rep. Lee Hamilton and former
Secretary of State James Baker recommended a new U.S. policy based
on negotiations with all of Iraq’s neighbors, support for reconciliation
inside Iraq, and a clear commitment to a complete withdrawal of all U.S.
military troops in consultation with Iraqis and the neighboring states.
Will you support legislation to make these recommendations U.S. policy?

Time to Invest in Peace: About 94 percent of what the U.S. spends to
engage with the rest of the world is allocated to the military budget. A
tiny amount, about 6 percent, is devoted to diplomacy, development,
and supporting international institutions that can help to solve problems
before they turn into deadly conflict. Will you support the U.S. paying its
full, fair share of United Nations dues and commit to increasing funding for the
State Department and U.S.Agency for International Development?

Ban the Bombs that Keep on Killing: Cluster bombs disperse smaller
“bomblets” that can kill all living creatures within a specific area often
as large as several football fields. In the last 10 years, the U.S. has used
cluster bombs in civilian-populated areas of the former Yugoslavia,
Afghanistan and Iraq. Will you support legislation in the House (H.R. 1755)
and the Senate (S. 594) that would ban the use of cluster bombs in civilian
populated areas?

End the Word Games, Ban Torture: The U.S. Army has established firm
policies—written into the Army Field Manual—that prohibit torture.

Yet the Justice Department insists the CIA should be exempt from these
Army requirements and have the right to torture some prisoners. Would
you support legislation requiring all U.S. government personnel—including the
CIA—to not torture detainees and abide by the definitions of torture in the ULS.
Army Field Manual?

Reduce Risk of Nuclear Weapons: As president, will you make it a priority
to pursue the goal of a “world free of nuclear weapons,” as envisioned by former
Secretaries of State Shultz and Kissinger, former Senator Nunn, and former
Defense Secretary Perry? How would you work towards this goal?

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FCNL's guide to the voting record of Congress is
intended to help you start a conversation with your
members of Congress. Senators and representatives
cast hundreds of votes every year and from this list
of votes FCNL lobbyists have suggested a few that
offer a window on the positions and activities of
members of Congress.

Inside this issue, you can find if your representative
agreed to cut money for missile defense, voted to
require congressional approval before U.S. military
action against Iran, or supported an initiative to
insist electric utilities produce a minimum of 15% of
their electricity from renewable resources.

You can also see if your two senators voted for the
withdrawal of U.S. troops from Iraq, supported
legislation to keep immigrant families together, or
supported providing health insurance to children in
poor families.

Read with Caution

But read this issue with caution. Members of Con-
gress are constantly re-evaluating their positions and
responding to the changing dynamics on issues of
concern to FCNL.

You may find in conversations and correspondence
that your representative worked hard to mitigate
some of the worst aspects of a particular bill that was
going to pass anyway, or that your senator voted

against a provision now in order to be better able
to vote in favor of a separate bill later that would
accomplish the same or similar objective.

Many of the votes selected for this record are not on
a single piece of legislation but are votes on amend-
ments to major bills. Some of the votes are on bind-
ing provisions, others are on nonbinding resolutions
intended to express the opinion of Congress without
binding policymakers to required action. In other
cases the votes are attempts to block or dismantle
programs or laws that FCNL supports.

The legislative process rarely results in immediate
changes that are exactly what we at FCNL would
like to see in law. And in the 110th Congress, even
when majorities in Congress did pass legislation sup-
ported by FCNL that legislation was on several occa-
sions vetoed by President Bush.

Nonetheless, the votes on these bills, amendments,
and resolutions often tell more about the position of
an individual member of Congress than the votes on
large pieces of legislation.

One way to use this voting guide is to pick an issue
and let your members know that you are paying
attention to their votes on this issue. Take a few
minutes to review the votes of your elected officials,
then consider writing a letter to him or her outlining
your view on one of these issues and asking for a
response. W
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
