43¢ Military spending: Includes the cost of war and preparing for war (29¢) and obligations from past
wars (14¢) such as veterans programs and interest on the military portion of the national debt

20¢ Health care: Includes Medicaid, parts of Medicare, and the Children’s Health
Insurance Program, along with health research and public health programs

12¢ Responses to poverty: Includes food programs, housing assistance,
income supports, and energy assistance

7¢ Government operations: Includes law enforcement, courts,
transportation, economic supports, agriculture and federal
employee benefit programs

3¢ Science, energy and the environment
